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1. Straight up through Israel is 165 km or 102 miles Petra to Jerusalem 

 
2. Straight up through Israel is 273 km or 202 miles Aqaba to Jerusalem 
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Jews in Tribulation 

 
1. Worldwide persecution of Jews begins at the 3 ½ year point 

2. Matthew 24:15-18 – Jews flee from Judea into the mountains when Abomination of desolation 

stands in Holy Place 

a. AC is destroyed after 1,260 days 
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b. Abomination of Desolation is removed after 1,290 days in Daniel 12:11 -  

“from the time that the regular burnt offering is taken away and the abomination that 

makes desolate is set up, there shall be 1,290 days.” 

c. Jesus’ judgment of nations is completed in the Kidron after 1,335 days (+45 days) in 

Daniel 12:12 -  

“Blessed is he who waits and arrives at the 1,335 days.  But go your way till the 

end. And you shall rest and shall stand in your allotted place at the end of the days.”
