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First Peter 2:1-25  
FIRST – New nature: 

So put away all malice and all deceit and hypocrisy and envy and all slander. 2 Like newborn infants, 

long for the pure spiritual milk, that by it you may grow up into salvation— 3 if indeed you have tasted 

that the Lord is good. 

 

SECOND – New Spiritual Community separated from old dead community: 

4 As you come to him, a living stone rejected by men but in the sight of God chosen and precious,  

5 you yourselves like living stones are being built up as a spiritual house, to be a holy priesthood, to 

offer spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ. 6 For it stands in Scripture: 

 

“Behold, I am laying in Zion a stone, 

    a cornerstone chosen and precious, 

and whoever believes in him will not be put to shame.” 

 

7 So the honor is for you who believe, but for those who do not believe, 

 

“The stone that the builders rejected 

    has become the cornerstone,” 

 

8 and 

 

“A stone of stumbling, 

    and a rock of offense.” 

 

They stumble because they disobey the word, as they were destined to do. 

 

THIRD – Ministry of New Community with New Life: 

9 But you are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people for his own possession, that 

you may proclaim the excellencies of him who called you out of darkness into his marvelous light. 10 

Once you were not a people, but now you are God's people; once you had not received mercy, but 

now you have received mercy. 

 

11 Beloved, I urge you as sojourners and exiles to abstain from the passions of the flesh, which wage 

war against your soul. 12 Keep your conduct among the Gentiles honorable, so that when they speak 

against you as evildoers, they may see your good deeds and glorify God on the day of visitation. 

 

FOURTH – Lifestyle of New Community still Existing in Earthly Institutions Established by God: 

13 Be subject for the Lord's sake to every human institution, whether it be to the emperor[c] as 

supreme, 14 or to governors as sent by him to punish those who do evil and to praise those who do 

good. 15 For this is the will of God, that by doing good you should put to silence the ignorance of 

foolish people. 16 Live as people who are free, not using your freedom as a cover-up for evil, but 

living as servants[d] of God. 17 Honor everyone. Love the brotherhood. Fear God. Honor the 

emperor. 
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18 Servants, be subject to your masters with all respect, not only to the good and gentle but also to 

the unjust.  

 

FIFTH – Suffering in World through Earthly Institutions as a Believer with New Life:   

19 For this is a gracious thing, when, mindful of God, one endures sorrows while suffering unjustly. 20 

For what credit is it if, when you sin and are beaten for it, you endure? But if when you do good and 

suffer for it you endure, this is a gracious thing in the sight of God. 21 For to this you have been 

called, because Christ also suffered for you, leaving you an example, so that you might follow in his 

steps. 22 He committed no sin, neither was deceit found in his mouth. 23 When he was reviled, he 

did not revile in return; when he suffered, he did not threaten, but continued entrusting himself to him 

who judges justly.  

 

SIXTH – Salvation Throught Christ: 

24 He himself bore our sins in his body on the tree, that we might die to sin and live to righteousness. 

By his wounds you have been healed.  

 

SEVENTH – Our Souls were also once Lost, but have been found: 

25 For you were straying like sheep, but have now returned to the Shepherd and Overseer of your 

souls. 

 

• 1 Thessalonians 1:3-12  

• 1 Thessalonians 4:1-12 

• Jude 22-23 – “Have mercy on those who doubt; save others by snatching them out of the fire; 

to others show mercy with fear, hating even the garment stained by the flesh.” 

• Colossians 3:1-17 – “If then you have been raised with Christ, seek the things that are above, 

where Christ is, seated at the right hand of God. Set your minds on things that are above, not 

on things that are on earth. For you have died, and your life is hidden with Christ in God. When 

Christ who is your life appears, then you also will appear with him in glory. Put to death 

therefore what is earthly in you: sexual immorality, impurity, passion, evil desire, and 

covetousness, which is idolatry.  On account of these the wrath of God is coming. In these you 

too once walked, when you were living in them.  But now you must put them all away: anger, 

wrath, malice, slander, and obscene talk from your mouth. Do not lie to one another, seeing 

that you have put off the old self with its practices and have put on the new self, which is being 

renewed in knowledge after the image of its creator.  Here there is not Greek and Jew, 

circumcised and uncircumcised, barbarian, Scythian, slave, free; but Christ is all, and in all. Put 

on then, as God's chosen ones, holy and beloved, compassionate hearts, kindness, humility, 

meekness, and patience,  bearing with one another and, if one has a complaint against 

another, forgiving each other; as the Lord has forgiven you, so you also must forgive.  And 

above all these put on love, which binds everything together in perfect harmony.  And let the 

peace of Christ rule in your hearts, to which indeed you were called in one body. And be 

thankful.  Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly, teaching and admonishing one another in 

all wisdom, singing psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, with thankfulness in your hearts to 

God.  And whatever you do, in word or deed, do everything in the name of the Lord Jesus, 

giving thanks to God the Father through him.”
